Background:

Police personnel at the scene of a transportation, criminal or terrorist incident or, accident, a natural disaster or other types of deployment or response often encounter hazardous or dangerous materials. Those encounters may involve trucks, railroad tank cars, intermodal containers, inland or coastal vessels, as well as agricultural chemical and fertilizer distribution centers, contraband laboratories, bulk tanks, warehouses and other hazmat storage structures. Vehicles and facilities may be on fire, wrecked, leaking or otherwise placed in peril by accidents, arson, criminal or terrorist actions, floods, earthquakes, tornados, blizzards or other disasters.  Especially as frontline First Responders, police officers and their supervisors must have reliable access to easy-to-use recognition, awareness and lifesaving information at the scene to help ensure life safety for themselves and anyone else that may be in close proximity or actual contact with those materials. 
The Operation Respond Emergency Information System (OREIS™) and OREIS MobileWeb provide guidance and lifesaving information to First Responders to incidents and accidents that may involve hazardous materials, chemicals, biological agents, WMD materials and other substances. OREIS™ is a secure system that uses multiple levels of encryption, user authentication and secure data transmission. OREIS™ MobileWeb is the wireless database-only version of the software.
OREIS™ MobileWeb will enable law enforcement and police to conduct criminal and anti-terrorist operations that may involve the presence of hazardous/dangerous materials with enhanced officer/agent safety and mission effectiveness.
Operation Respond pioneered the use of incident guidance and hazardous cargo confirmation software to enable the on-scene First Responder to independently gain access to critical databases, information and guidance in transportation emergencies. The OREIS™ MobileWeb wireless software contains quick, accurate response guidance for dealing with specific chemicals under varying conditions, and includes many other resources allowing responders to save time and lives in any incident. OREIS™ MobileWeb includes placard and UN ID guides, as well as the US Coast Guard’s CHRIS system, the Association of American Railroads’ (AAR) Chemical List, The AAR 20 Most Carried Chemicals, NIOSH’s Target Organs Guide, WMD Chem/Bio information and other data sources for safe chemical incident response by law enforcement.

This critical information is vital to officer safety.  Valuable voice and data communications resources must remain dedicated and available to Incident Commanders and headquarters officials and not be unnecessarily diverted to inquire and stand by for a hazmat or other dangerous  materials confirmation and appropriate action guidance.  By engaging OREIS™ MobileWeb for these confirmations and guidance searches, critical communications resources are conserved and personnel safety is greatly enhanced by having hazmat and dangerous materials guidance immediately available at the scene.
OREIS MobileWeb will enhance law enforcement and public safety personnel capabilities and increase opportunities to carry out appropriate response actions with minimal impact on the public. 
OREIS™ MobileWeb affords field law enforcement teams, supervisors and headquarters coordination officials the ability to independently confirm the actions needed to protect themselves and the public if they encounter hazardous or dangerous materials, chemicals, biological agents and WMD’s.  Also, once a hazardous material has been confirmed, there is usually a need to have multiple copies of the Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) available at the scene. This is needed to prevent a potentially dangerous situation when only a few copies or even a single copy of an MSDS obtained by fax may temporarily be the only guidance available at a widespread scene.  If pages of that document or the entire MSDS are lost, appropriated by other responders or misplaced, tragic results could ensue, especially if medical emergencies or fires are encountered. But, if MSDS-level information is available through a personal wireless device, the officer or agent always has guidance at the ready.
This reflects the reality that for many serious criminal and law enforcement incidents, multiple response capabilities must be on standby and may be needed in quick succession, e.g., an initial law enforcement action or response may need to be supplemented by emergency medical personnel, fire and rescue, hazmat, etc.  In all cases, field commanders must have reliable and instantaneous access to critical information, to enable safe and timely responses to be undertaken, and to assure that these follow-on resources are marshaled at the earliest opportunity in the incident lifecycle.   
The objective is to equip police officers with a unique hazmat incident information resource utilizing integrated enterprise level and field wireless capabilities to link those officers and their supervisors in command centers and in the field using wireless devices and remote networks.  This will increase the ability of police and other law enforcement personnel to anticipate, train for and effectively deal with the presence of hazardous and dangerous materials, if and when encountered. The net result is a higher degree of confidence that mission effectiveness and the ability to safeguard the public during the conduct of critical operations are both increased.
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
